CELA has helped me develop a positive confidence that will allow me to
faithfully follow God'’s plan for my life. | recently heard a story that illustrates how my confidence has
grown at CELA. The story says if you boil an egg, it stays hard on the outside and becomes hard on the
inside. This is similar to less confident people who never venture out and talk to people. If you boil a
coffee bean, the outer shell will soften and it will disperse into the water. This is similar to confident
people that go out into world, talk to others, and accomplish great things. CELA develops confident,
coffee bean kind of people who will go out into the world living their Christian faith, daily demonstrating
Christian values and confidently sharing the Gospel with others. | am so thankful that CELA has helped to
pop my comfort bubble and that | will start high school as a confident coffee bean type of person willing
to share Jesus’ love with others.
