1st Grade 
The 1st graders invited the 2nd, 3rd and 4th graders 
to their Thanksgiving celebration! They had Thanks-
giving food made popular by the classic, A Charlie 
Brown Thanksgiving! Popcorn, pretzels and all! 

 

 

3rd/4th Grade 
The 3rd and 4th graders created a new bulletin 
board! Their  “Tree of Thanks and Giving” will remind 
them to be grateful. They also celebrated their giving 
to Chapel Family Charities! 

 

2nd Grade 
The 2nd grade students are learning about matter in 
science.  Students were introduced and had a chance 
to explore Oobleck for themselves to determine if it 
is a solid or a liquid.  Students made observations af-
ter they made the Oobleck and reported their results. 
The focus of this lesson and experiment emphasized 
higher thinking, collaborative learning and discus-
sion regarding the Scientific Method as well as un-
derstanding the properties of matter, specifically sol-
ids and liquids, while introducing a new substance 
that behaves as both. 

 
 

 

5th Grade 
The 5th graders dissected “owl pellets” as part of 
their science unit on energy and matter in an ecosys-
tem. The dissection taught them how owls get the en-
ergy and matter they need for growth and survival by 
eating other animals like rodents, birds, and moles. 
The students applied what they learned to create an 
owl food chain. 

 

 
 



7th Grade Science 
In 7th grade the class has started studying dynamic eco-
systems! They were tasked with going out into nature 
and gathering various organic materials and life forms 
such as worms, roaches, pill bugs, etc. They planted 
their own blends of grass, wheat, rye, corn, and pota-
toes. This will  be an ongoing lab that they will keep track 
of until the Spring! 

 

 

4K and 5K Spanish Fun 

 

8th Grade Science 
In 8th grade the students are studying mechanical ener-
gy, Potential Energy, and Kinetic Energy! Which is the 
perfect time to explain and construct their own “Roller 
Coaster” that will support a 10 pound bowling ball! This 
is a fun and hands-on experiment that will help the kids 
to see these different energies at work!
